+  The ability to write one check
to the Clerk of Court for
services rendered in three
divisions;

+  Extended office hours
for filing - 8:30
a.m. until 5:00 p.m.
Monday through
Friday;

+ Shorter waiting
periods to complete
recordations and can-
cellations, and;

+  Expansion of the current
telephone systems to improve the way
telephone inquires are handled.

Over the past year, much time, research, and
effort has gone into implementing the new
laws into a workable and efficient consolida-
tion of the Mortgage, Conveyance, and Notarial
Archives offices. Due to cost, logistics and ef-
ficiency, changes will be implemented gradu-
